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What is the ReStore?

Austin Habitat for Humanity opened the nation’s first ReStore
in 1992 to serve as a sustainable revenue stream for the
organization’s affordable housing programs. The ReStore is a
discount home improvement store and donation center that
receives community donations and resells them to the public at
reasonable prices.

In addition to benefiting Austin Habitat for Humanity’s affordable
housing programs, the ReStore increases the community’s
access to low-cost building materials and home improvement
supplies and has diverted more than 23 million pounds of
valuable, reuseable materials from the landfill since its inception.
